DURATION: up to 12 months 

HOURS: 2 calendar days each week, Monday through Saturday OR 
3 calendar days each week, Monday through Saturday 

LOCATION: On-street or adjacent street to property address 
indicated on permit 

WHO IS ELIGIBLE? 
• Somerville residents are eligible for up to two visitor parking permits per household, regardless of whether you have a

resident parking permit.

WHAT INFORMATION IS NEEDED? 
• Proof of Residency (see proof of residency page for more information).

HOW DO YOU APPLY? 
• You may apply online at www.parksomerville.com

• You may apply in person OR mail the completed application, needed information and payment to the Traffic and
Parking Office. Permits are picked up in person.

HOW LONG DOES THE PROCESS TAKE? 
• Individual permits requested at the window will be processed immediately.

• Permits requested by mail will be mailed within 10 business days after receipt of paperwork. 

DO YOU NEED ANOTHER TYPE OF PERMIT? 
• We have many other types of permits from extended visitors to small events.
